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[image: image4.emf]When people are connected to their communities, they’re healthier and happier and more able to
pursue and achieve their hopes and dreams. The
need for social connectedness has been shown to
be “hardwired” into us, and whether we are 
young or old or somewhere in between, our
physical and mental health outcomes improve dramatically when we’re connected to others.
In fact, social connectedness mitigates against
all risky behaviors including violence, drug and
alcohol abuse, etc. Research shows that social connectedness is key to creating and sustaining environments where people want to live, work
and play.
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· Begin with fully modifiable survey templates that have been proven to support community building for more than 50 years.
· Discover the resources—and needs—of organizations, including businesses, in all 12 community sectors.
· Invite supporting organizations to create their own profiles online, i.e., your initiative helps them market their goods, services and opportunities community-wide.
· Put organization profiles “on the map”! Participating organizations’ profiles are self initiated; organizational representatives can update profiles at will, keeping them current and pertinent.
· Organizational information is available on a public map. Everyone in the community can connect online at home, at the library, etc., to local educational, developmental and social supports.
· Discover the strengths, needs and goals of individuals in your target population(s). Make connections in institutions, associations, neighborhoods, classrooms, etc.
· Individuals participate in conversations, keeping the connections personal and the information they share confidential.
· Individuals’ information remains confidential, visible only to the sponsoring organization and its connection teams. Connection teams engage community members with the goal of achieving benefits for everyone involved.
· Planning and connection teams generate and review any one of hundreds of customized “flex reports” to match the accumulated wealth of community resources with community interests and needs.
· With advanced geomapping technology (GIS), planning teams can generate, study and analyze multiple data sets or social issues and demonstrate the relationship between local needs and resources.
· The result? Social connectedness through an organized system of care!
