	A series of icons that will show up on the map to help people identify your organization and its programs 

	Categories:
	Ways that your organization is identified. Useful if you want to be sure your organization will come up in keyword searches or in specific lists to generate greater connectedness 

	Matches:
	Matches your organization’s resources to those of individuals in the community

	Description:
	A brief description of your organization or program

	Space: 

Public Availability:
	Itemizes facilities that your organization or program makes available to the public with room for personal notes

	Donations: 

Funding, Materials and Services:
	Itemizes the funding, materials and services that you provide to individuals or the community with room for personal notes

	Impact: 

Impacting Quality of Life:
	Allows your organization/program to clearly state which indicators (e.g. the 40 Developmental Assets) it supports and how it supports them

	Image:
	Allows organizations to put an image (picture, slide show, video) on the site. Good marketing tool!

	Last Page:
	Allows the individual who is inputting the profile to send an email to other program directors/organizations/colleagues to invite them to input their profiles as well

	Closing Page:
	Thanks the organization and explains that the profiles will be reviewed before being placed in the 

community resources bank
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
